to the area.

containers and are about 5-10 feet tall at planting.

- NEIGHBORHOOD IMPACT

Homes without trees experience 10-
20° hotter air temperatures and 40°
hotter surface temperatures.
Properly placed trees can save up to
58% on daytime air conditioning
costs.

One tree can capture more than one
ton of carbon dioxide in its lifetime
and trap other harmful pollutants,
keeping our bodies healthier.

A single tree can intercept thousands
of gallons of rainwater each year,
making your neighborhood safer
from flooding.

Property values of homes with trees
are 5-10% higher than similar
properties without trees.
Tree-populated areas have less lung
and childhood cancer

Individuals who grow up in under-
canopied neighborhoods are 55%
more likely to develop mental health
disordgrs.
